To work on a construction site you need to have a Construction
Skills Certificate Scheme (CSCS) card, which covers essential
health and safety, however if you wish to earn more than a
labourer, gaining a technical skills qualification will provide
you with a great start to a career. You can train full-time with
us for up to three years with the option to move in to an
apprenticeship at any time. We also offer a Level 1
qualification to get you started if you do not meet these entry
requirements.

You can expect to work with time served industry specialists
to hone your skill in bricklaying in our dedicated facilities.

You will have your chance to show off your skill through a
number of small assessments to gain your overall
qualification.
