is worth the same as 3 A levels at A*) and will be recognised by
universities and other education providers so you can choose
to continue studying if you wish.

Whether you want to work with children as a teaching
assistant, progress to university to train to be a Primary
School teacher or onto another field within the sector this is
the right choice for you. You will be taught by industry
experts who, through their extensive research and practical
experience, bring a wealth of knowledge and skills to the
Education and Childcare course.
